[bookmark: _GoBack]Friends of the Library:  A number of individuals were present on behalf of the Friends of the Library group.  They are in the process of organizing as a non-profit organization.  Currently, the county library is funded within the county’s budget.  However, the county is in financial crisis.  A county wide vote is scheduled for November 4, which will ask voters to decide whether or not the county should continue to fund and operate the library.  This group asked the city council to at least consider taking over the operations and funding of the library.

Larry Denke, county commission member was present and stated that the current library building is uninsurable because of the poor condition of the building.  A new building or new location is needed.  He further stated that the county would be willing to give the building and location to the city, if the city would be willing to take over the library operations.  The current budget for the library is approximately $55,000.00 per year.


Citizen Input:  No one else was present to address the council on additional topics. 
  

NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Annual Generator Maintenance Agreement/Interstate Power Systems:  An agreement for the annual maintenance on the generator was received from Interstate Power Systems and was reviewed.  After discussion, Jorgensen made Motion 14-08-11:84 to approve the agreement.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.   

  
COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Water/Sewer:  The repairs have been completed on the water tower.  A review of water rates will be prepared and reviewed at the next meeting.
  
B.  Streets:  Routine maintenance continues.  

C.  Solid Waste:  Research is still ongoing on the repairs to the retaining wall.  The scale has been repaired.  

D.  Liquor:  Repairs to the bathrooms have been completed.    

E.  Auditorium/Park:  Work is progressing on the bathroom project and the floor resurfacing has been completed.  Discussion was held on the proposed keyless entry system for the auditorium.  Willert presented a draft of guidelines for the system.  After review by the council, the changes discussed by the council will be made to the draft and presented at the next meeting.  

F.  Public Safety:  monthly report was distributed 

G.  Mayor’s Report:  The second draft of the 2015 budget was distributed.  Mayor Weller will contact city’s attorney and set up a special meeting to review the last chapters of the proposed planning and zoning ordinance.  

Willert made Motion 14-08-11:85 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Lurz, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 8:35 p.m.
