Mayor Weller called the regular meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present:  Rusty Olney; Tim Huffman; Ryan Willert; and Eileen Stolley. Tia Stout arrived at 7:33 p.m.  Council member absent: John Word. Others present:  LaTasha Buchholz, Finance Officer; David Reiss South Dakota Central Enhancement District; Alvin Phalke; Elizabeth Meighen; Nathan Riggins; and Patrick Solon. Nancy Peterson and Colby Shuck arrived at 7:05. Forrest Davis arrived at 7:15. Donna Enders and Rita Sutton arrived at 7:20.

Olney made Motion 19-08-12:97 to amend the agenda to add two resignations after item 4 add a report from the State under Solid Waste, and legal to the executive session. The motion was seconded by Willert, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

The financial statement, along with a report listing the breakdown of revenue, expenses, and bank balances for the month of July was distributed.  After a review of the information, Willert made Motion 19-08-12:100 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

Resignation Letters: One letter of resignation was read from Peggy Eckert. Willert made Motion 19-08-12:101 to accept the resignation letter from Peggy Eckert. The motion was seconded by Olney, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0. John Word, council member for Ward 2, called in to verbally resign from the City Council. Olney made Motion 19-08-12:102 to accept Word’s resignation with regret. The motion was seconded by Huffman, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

Citizen Input:  Colby Shuck addressed his concerns with the digging going on around town. Nancy Peterson talked on behalf of the Friend of the Library. She stated that the Jackson County Library needs a new building. She informed the council of the state that the building is in right now. Nancy along with Donna Enders, and Rita Sutton would like the council to possibly donate to the library building fund at a later date, or do a joint collaboration with the County to fund the library.


NEW BUSINESS:

A. Chris Riggins: This will be moved to next month’s meeting.

B.  Central Enhancement District: David Reiss with the South Dakota Central Enhancement District was present to introduce himself to the council and discuss any concerns the council had with the South Dakota Central Enhancement District. David Reiss also shared his plans for the future.

C. The city’s insurance policy is due to be renewed and information was presented detailing the premium quote and a comparison to previous year’s premiums.  Willert made Motion 19-08-12:103 to approve the insurance policy as presented by Bank West Insurance.  The motion was seconded by Olney.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Code Enforcement: Discussion was held on placing an ad in the paper to fill the Code Enforcement position. 

B.  Water/Sewer:  Discussion was held on replacing a fire hydrant valve. Rural Water will be here to pressure check next week. 

Nathan Riggins informed the council that he is having trouble getting water out of the lagoons. He might have to discharge some of that water. Following discussion, it was decided that if Nathan has to discharge the lagoons a letter will be sent to the downstream land owners to keep them informed of the process. 

There is a hole between wet land 6 and 7. Nathan thinks it was caused by a muskrat and he informed the council that West River Excavation will fix the hole.

C.  Streets:  Patrick Solon stated that the Street Project is completed. He updated the council on the loader and grapple fork. Patrick stated that he would be installing more culverts around town.

Discussion was held on placing a business district sign as well as possibly installing radar signs.

D.  Solid Waste:  The council received a letter from the SD Dept. of Environment and Natural Resources, after they had inspected the landfill. There were some issues that need to be taken care of, like no plastic in the landfill area and things need to be properly sorted. A letter will be published in the Kadoka Press.

It was advised for Patrick Solon to get a bid for putting steel on the airport building.
	
E.  Liquor:  The south wall has been completed. 

The breaker box needs to be replaced. It is an old box and parts are hard to find for it. DMC will be doing the work to replace the two breaker boxes in the back and will be moving the other breaker box on the south wall to a new location. Discussion was held on possibly shutting down the bar for a few days so that DMC could complete the job. Following discussion, Olney made Motion 19-08-12:104 to have the breakers replaced and have the bar committee and Jackie decide what days to have the bar closed on if need be. The motion was seconded by Stolley. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

The City Bar will start advertising for a full time bartender

August 31 there will be live music and possibly corn hole at the bar. Bingo and Poker will be starting back up in the fall.

F.  Auditorium/Park: Colby Shuck was present to update the council on how the pool has been going this summer. Concessions have been up significantly more than last year.

Colby showed the council a bid from Reno System PVC Membrane. This would be a new lining for the pool that will help with leakage and heating the pool. Discussion was held on installing this system into the pool. Following discussion, Huffman made Motion 19-08-12:105 to contact the company and get it installed in the fall. The motion was seconded by Stolley. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

G.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed. 

H.  Mayor’s Report: No Report

Executive Session per SDCL 1-25-2 (2) / Personnel & Legal:  Huffman made Motion 19-08-12:106 to go into executive session to discuss personnel and legal matters.  The motion was seconded by Stolley, with all members voting yes.  The council went into executive session at 9:18 p.m.  The council was declared out of executive session at 9:46 p.m.  

Huffman made Motion 19-08-12:107 to have the City Attorney draw up litigation pleadings to resolve the street issue on the Riggins Property. The motion was seconded by Stolley. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

Olney made Motion 19-08-12:108 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Willert, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 9:48 p.m.
