Citizen Input:  No one was present to address the council. 


NEW BUSINESS:

A.  SDPAA Insurance Policy: Jerry Krambeck with SDPAA gave an insurance policy quote to the council and a brief background on SDPAA.

B.  Bank West Insurance Policy: The city’s insurance policy is due to be renewed and information was presented detailing the premium quote and a comparison to previous year’s premiums.  Discussion was held on which company to go with for the city’s insurance policy, it was decided more time was needed to make a decision. The final decision will be made on August 15, 2018 at the next special council meeting.

C. Building on Main Street: Colby Shuck was present to further discuss design elements for the building on Main Street. The council hopes to have it ready in time for the Company Christmas.


COUNCIL REPORTS:

A. Water/Sewer:  Nathan Riggins informed the council that leak up by Tony Gould’s house has been fixed. 

Discussion was held on placing two more manholes up on Chestnut Street before next year’s road project. 

B.  Streets:  Patrick Solon stated that the chip/seal for the roads has been completed. 

The council asked Patrick to get some quotes on clinic signs.  

C.  Solid Waste:  Will need to have a dozer out to the landfill.

D.  Liquor:  Jackie Stilwell asked if the council would consider approving a part time bartender. The council informed her to advertise for the position. 

Fall poker will be starting in the next month, along with the possibility of a fall pool tournament. 

Discussion was held on placing new ceiling fans and ordering new table tops.

E.  Auditorium/Park:  The swimming pool will be closing for the season on August 19,      2018. 

F.  Public Safety/Code Enforcement:  The monthly report was distributed.  

Peggy Eckert informed the council that the H&H property will be cleaned up by September 11, 2018. 

G.  Mayor’s Report:  Discussion was held on the Second Draft of 2019 Budget. It was decided that further discussion will be held at the August 15, 2018 special meeting. 


Executive Session per SDCL 1-25-2 (2) / Legal & Personnel:  Word made Motion 18-08-13:93 to go into executive session to discuss legal and personnel.  The motion was seconded by Bonenberger, with all members voting yes.  The council went into executive session at 9:25 p.m.  The council was declared out of executive session at 10:25 p.m.
