REGULAR MEETING
AUGUST 14, 2017
7:00 P.M.


Mayor Weller called the regular meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present:  Kade Bonenberger, Eileen Stolley, Ryan Willert, John Word, and Cory Lurz. Members absent: Lenny Sanftner.  Others present:  LaTasha Buchholz, Finance Officer; Patty Ulmen; Jackie Stilwell; Forrest Davis; Patrick Solon; Lori Waldron; Jim Hoag; and Alvin Pahlke. Brian De Goes arrived at 7:08 p.m.

Mayor Weller asked that the agenda be amended to include Banyon contract under the Water/Sewer Reports, and to include Conflict of Interest under the Mayor’s Report. After a review of the information, Willert made Motion 17-08-14:122 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

Citizen Input:  No one was present.


NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Jim Hoag: Jim Hoag addressed the council regarding the potential sale of property within the city limits.  The potential buyers of the property would like to establish a fireworks business.  He distributed the state’s regulations regarding the sale of fireworks.  In order for the potential sale to proceed, the city would need to revise the city’s ordinances regarding the sale of fireworks.  Currently, there is an ordinance which forbids the sale of fireworks within the city limits.   Alvin Pahlke, the city’s attorney advised the city council that they should first contact the fire department, the county sheriff and the city’s police chief to obtain their input on the possible ordinance change.  Further discussion will be held at a future meeting.

B.  Bank West Insurance Policy: The city’s insurance policy is due to be renewed and information was presented detailing the premium quote and a comparison to previous year’s premiums.  Willert made Motion 17-08-14:123 to approve the insurance policy as presented by Bank West Insurance.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.
    
COUNCIL REPORTS:

A. Water/Sewer:  A WRLJ letter was presented to the council and it stated that Kadoka was not placed under any water restrictions at this time, but would like voluntary water conservation.

Banyon Data sent out a contract that needed to be approved and signed by the council for an add-on module that will be added to the water billing system. This will allow the meter reader and the water billing program to interface. Stolley made Motion 17-08-14:124 to purchase the interface system and annual maintenance fee. Bonenberger seconded the motion. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

Hydro Clean is now finished with all of the televising and cleaning of the sewer pipes approved for this year.

B.  Streets:  The street project is completed and its looking like the tonnage and milling will be under the bid price. 

C.  Solid Waste:  No word has been heard from the tire company out of North Dakota, Lurz said he would try calling them again. The Council made a decision to have a free rubble site, for residents only, on the last two Saturdays of September.  An ad will be published in the paper in September. 

D.  Liquor:  Jackie reported to the Council that there is a hole in the Southwest corner of the bar. She thinks it is an old sewer pipe from the old jail. She will contact Bryan Fromm to come in and cap it. 

Jackie asked the Council for permission to have a street dance on September 2, 2017 with Westbound playing. Jackie requested that the City Council waive the open container law and allow her to close Main Street in front of the bar for the street dance. Bonenberger made Motion 17-08-14:125 to close Main Street in front of the bar and waive the open container law for the street dance on September 2, 2017. Willert seconded the motion. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

Jackie requested that the City Council hire Peggy Eckert to fill the full time position that was advertised in the paper. Willert made Motion 17-08-14:126 to hire Peggy Eckert as the full time bartender at a salary of $10.00/hr. and full benefits. Lurz seconded the motion. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 5-0. The City will be advertising for a part-time bartender.

E.  Auditorium/Park:  The swimming pool will be closing for the season on August 20, 2017. 

F.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed.

G.  Mayor’s Report:  An agreement was received from the South Dakota Department of Transportation for the City to participate in a road signing project. Stolley made Motion 17-08-14:127 to sign the agreement. Willert seconded the motion. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 5-0.

Discussion was held on the Second Draft of 2018 Budget. It was decided that further discussion will be held at the August 17, 2017 special meeting. 

Discussion was held on Conflicts of Interest with Pahlke advising the council on how the law reads. 

Executive Session per SDCL 1-25-2 (1) / Personnel:  Lurz made Motion 17-08-14:128 to go into executive session to discuss personnel matters.  The motion was seconded by Willert, with all members voting yes.  The council went into executive session at 8:47 p.m.  The council was declared out of executive session at 9:07 p.m.  

Stolley made Motion 17-08-14:129 to reimburse City Bar extra till cash fund for $200.00 for Entertainment expense. John seconded the motion, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0. 

Lurz made Motion 17-08-14:130 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Bonenberger, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 9:15 p.m.
