The financial statement, along with a report listing the breakdown of revenue, expenses, and bank balances for the month of August was distributed.  After a review of the information, Stolley made Motion 18-09-10:102 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

Citizen Input:  No one was present to address the council. 

Malt Beverage Hearing:  Mayor Weller opened the public hearing on the application from Dollar General for a retail on-off sale malt beverage and on-off sale wine license.  There was no one present to give their opinions regarding the application.  Willert made Motion 18-09-10:103 to approve both applications as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Olney.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.



NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Scavenger Run: Deb Olney along with Craig Olson and Frank McDaniel were present to inform the city council about the Scavenger Run that is held every year and inquire if the City of Kadoka would be willing to participate in it next year. Stolley made  
Motion 18-09-10:104 to support Scavenger’s Journey in Kadoka next year. The motion was seconded by Willert. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 5-0.

B.  KCBA/Sign Location: KCBA was at the meeting to discuss possible locations for new business signs that will be going up sometime later this year. KCBA asked for permission to use city property to possibly place one or more signs. The city council agreed to allow KCBA to use city property to place the signs.

C. Building Permits/Brandy Knutson and Bill Bouman:  Building permits from Brandy Knutson and Bill Bouman were presented for approval.  After review, Stolley made Motion 18-09-10:105 to approve the building permits as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

D.  Resolution to Adopt Jackson Co. Natural Hazards Mitigation Management Plan: A resolution to adopt the Jackson Co. Natural Hazards Mitigation Management Plan was submitted for approval. After discussion, Stolley made Motion 18-09-10:106 to adopt the resolution. The motion was seconded by Word. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 5-0.

E.  First Reading of Mobile Home Ordnance: The first reading of Mobile Home Ordinance 2018-1 was held.  The second reading will be held at the regular meeting to be held October 8, 2018.

F.  First Reading of 2019 Budget Ordinance: The first reading of Budget Ordinance 2019-A was held.  The second reading will be held at the regular meeting to be held October 8, 2018


COUNCIL REPORTS:

A. Water/Sewer:  Willert gave the water report. He asked about fire hydrant tags being ordered, and discussed the smell at the lagoons.
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B.  Streets:  Patrick Solon asked the council if he could order 500 more tons of gravel, the council agreed that he could order some more gravel.  Patrick informed the council that he had ordered the signs for the Kadoka Clinic. 

C.  Solid Waste:  no report

D.  Liquor:  Jackie Stilwell informed the council that she has been making calls to get acoustic tiles in the bar. The company will be coming sometime in October to look at the bar and decide on a course of action. Fall poker will start on Monday, September 17, 2018. The bar has been running a Thursday night bucket special. Pool will start in October.

E.  Auditorium/Park:  The water leak in the locker room at the Auditorium has been fixed. 

F.  Public Safety/Code Enforcement:  The monthly report was distributed.  

Peggy Eckert informed the council that the H&H property will not be cleaned up by the date given to the council, but she is hoping that the H&H owners will take the new bid with West River Excavation and get the property cleaned up.  

G.  Mayor’s Report:  A water tower insurance quote was given to the city council. After discussion, Olney made Motion 18-09-10:107 to approve the water tower quote that was presented. The motion was seconded by Stout. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 5-0. 

A letter of resignation from Kade Bonenberger, council member for Ward 3 was presented. Stolley made Motion 18-09-10:108 to accept Bonenberger’s resignation with regret. The motion was seconded by Willert. A roll call vote was taken: Willert – yes; Word – no; Stolley – yes; Stout – yes; Olney - yes. The motion passed 4-1.

Executive Session per SDCL 1-25-2 (1) / Personnel:  Stolley made Motion 18-09-10:109 to go into executive session to discuss personnel.  The motion was seconded by Stout, with all members voting yes.  The council went into executive session at 8:43 p.m.  The council was declared out of executive session at 8:55 p.m.  

No action was taken.

Word made Motion 18-09-10:110 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Willert, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 8:56 p.m.
