A. Water/Sewer: A proposed advertisement for bids on a water project was presented to the council for approval.  During discussion, there were changes made to the proposed advertisement.  At the conclusion of the discussion Willert made Motion 17-09-11:138 to approve the advertisement for bids.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.           

Hydro Clean has gotten a report to Nathan Riggins. He said that Hydro Clean found some lines that are cracked. He will report more on what was found at the next meeting. 

B.  Streets:  Patrick Solon and Cory Lurz presented information about different trucks that will be going up for auction this week. Discussion was held on which trucks should be bid on at the time of the auction. Discussion was also held on how much the city should spend on a truck. It was decided that Cory Lurz and Patrick Solon would go to the auction on Friday in Sturgis to purchase a truck in the $15,000 to $20,000 range. Stolley made Motion 17-09-11:139 to authorize Cory Lurz to represent the City of Kadoka at the State Surplus Auction in Sturgis to purchase a truck at the price that was discussed. The motion was seconded by Willert. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

C.  Solid Waste:  The city has not heard from the tire company out of North Dakota, Lurz said he would try calling them again.

D.  Liquor:  The street dance that was held last weekend was a success. Poker and bingo will be starting the week of September 18, 2017.

E.  Auditorium/Park: Painting on the Depot is almost complete. The bathrooms at the park will be winterized after homecoming. New furnaces still need to be installed at the Auditorium. Discussion was held on shot clocks for the school at this time the city will not be purchasing shot clocks for the school. 

F.  Public Safety:  No Report

G.  Mayor’s Report:  Discussion was held on the Fireworks Ordinance, it was decided that Jim Hoag should be contacted to check the correct dates on sales. Further discussion will be held at the next meeting. Discussion was held on how to solve the water issue in the basement of the building on Main Street. An estimate from Blackburn Basement Systems was presented. Further discussion will be held at the next city council meeting.
