Mayor Weller called the regular meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present:  Dick Stolley, Colby Shuck, Kieth Prang, and Ryan Willert.  Brad Jorgensen arrived at 7:02 p.m.  Members absent:  Micki Word.  Others present:  Patty Ulmen, Finance Officer; Ronda Dennis; Forrest Davis; and Patrick Solon.  JoBeth Uhlir arrived while the council was in executive session.

Mayor Weller amended the order of the agenda and the Executive Session will be held after the completion of the approval of the financial statement.

Stolley made Motion 11-09-12:99 to approve the minutes of the special meeting and regular meeting of August 8, 2011.  The motion was seconded by Willert, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

The bills were presented for approval.  After review by all council members, Shuck made Motion 11-09-12:100 to approve the bills as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

Executive Session per SDCL 1-25-2 (1) / Personnel:  Shuck made Motion 11-09-12:102 to go into executive session for personnel.  The motion was seconded by Willert with all members voting yes and the council, along with Patty Ulmen, Finance Officer went into executive session at 7:07 p.m.  The council was declared out of executive session at 7:33 p.m.  No action was taken.

NEW BUSINESS:

Building Permit/Chad Eisenbraun:  A building permit was submitted by Chad Eisenbraun for approval.  After review, Stolley made Motion 11-09-12:103 to approve the building permit as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

Redistricting Plans:  Four separate options for redistricting the wards for the City were presented.  After a review of each option, Shuck made Motion 11-09-12:104 to approve Option 4.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.  Plans for redistricting the wards for the city will proceed utilizing the map contained in Option 4.
1st Reading of Budget Ordinance 2012-A:  The first reading of Budget Ordinance 2012-A was held.  The second reading will be held at the next regular meeting to be held on October 11, 2011.

Bank West Insurance Policy:  The city’s insurance policy is due to be renewed and information was presented detailing the premium quote and a comparison to the previous five year’s premiums.  Shuck made Motion 11-09-12:105 to approve the insurance policy as presented by Bank West Insurance.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

COUNCIL REPORTS:

Water/Sewer:  no report 

Streets:  no report

Liquor:  An ad for a part time bartender will be prepared and published in the Kadoka Press.

Auditorium/Park:  Homecoming will be held this week and there are a lot of activities scheduled.  

Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed.

Council member Shuck left the meeting at this time, due to a previously scheduled conflict.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Mayors Report:  There were two items presented under the Mayor’s report.  A memo and letter from the Central South Dakota Enhancement District was presented for review.  The letter was prepared by CSDED and they were requesting that the letter be signed by the Mayor.  After a discussion, Willert made Motion 11-09-12:106 to authorize the Mayor to sign the letter.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken:  Prang-abstain; Willert-yes; Stolley-yes; Jorgensen-no.  The motion failed 2-1-1.  After further discussion, it was the decision of the council to have a representative of CSDED attend the October council meeting to discuss this letter and the project (which is being done on behalf of the Jackson-Kadoka Economic Development Corporation).  A copy of the payroll schedule, council meeting dates and holidays for 2012 was distributed.

Prang made Motion 11-09-12:107 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 8:15 p.m.
