Stolley made Motion 20-09-14:101 to approve the agenda.  The motion was seconded by Olney, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

The financial statement, along with a report listing the breakdown of revenue, expenses, and bank balances for the month of August was distributed.  After a review of the information, Stolley made Motion 20-09-14:104 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

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Citizen Input:  No one was present to address the council.


NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Rich Grable was not present to address the council.

B.  Sandra Eshenbacher/Building Permit: A Building permit for Badlands Distillery was presented for approval. After review, Olney made Motion 20-09-14:105 to approve the building permit.  The motion was seconded by Huffman.  A roll call vote was taken, Olney yes, Willert yes, Grillo abstain, Huffman yes, Stolley yes, and the motion carried 4-1-0.

C.  Dawn Rasmussen: Dawn Rasmussen approached the council about giving the City the property that the KCBA rock sits on. She would like the council to have a surveyor come out and survey the property. She also noted that the electric pole will have to be moved. Discussion was held and it was decided a surveyor would be contacted before any decision will be made.

Dawn Rasmussen presented the council paper work to tear down a cabin at 219 Maple Street. The paper work will now need to be approved by Economic Development. Following discussion, Olney made Motion 20-09-14:106 to approve Dawn Rasmussen agreement to property demolition plan. The motion was seconded by Grillo. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

D. Central Enhancement District: David Reiss from South Dakota Central Enhancement District presented the council with an Ordinance revision on Code Enforcement and an appeals process.
 
E.  SP&N: Jeff McCormick of SP&N discussed the Sewer Project. Discussion was held on when the bid process should go out. Following discussion, Huffman made Motion 20-09-14:107 to set the bid opening date of October 8th, 2020 for the Hwy 73 Sewer Project. The motion was seconded by Stolley. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0. 

Jeff McCormick brought two other contracts that need to be signed. One contract was to enter into having SP&N revise the Waste Water Facility plan. Olney made Motion 20-09-14:108 to enter into a contract with SP&N for the Waste Water Facility plan. The motion was seconded by Grillo. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0. 
The other contract was to enter into the engineering project on Hwy 73. Stolley made Motion 20-09-14:109 to enter into a contract with SP&N for the engineering project on Hwy 73 for the sewer line. The motion was seconded by Huffman. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

F. Jones Wedding Special Permit: A request by Tanner Jones and Emma Luterbach for a special events liquor license for September 19, 2020 was submitted for approval.  Stolley made Motion 20-09-14:110 to approve the Special Events Liquor License.  The motion was seconded by Olney.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

G. First Reading of 2021 Budget Ordinance: The first reading of Budget Ordinance 2021-A was held.  The second reading will be held at the regular meeting on October 12, 2020.





COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Code Enforcement: Mowing has been done on some properties. New letters have been sent out.

B.  Water/Sewer:  Nathan Riggins has been collecting Lead/Copper samples. 

C.  Streets:  Property demolition has been going well. Patrick Solon stated that a couple culverts around town will be getting replaced in the next month. 

D.  Solid Waste:  The scale, new gates, and new fencing have all been installed out to the Transfer Station.
	
E.  Liquor:  Jackie Stilwell informed the council that the new water heater is in. There are new pool tables at the bar. Poker will be starting next week. In October pool league will be starting back up. 

F.  Auditorium/Park: DME came and looked at the lights in the Annex, the bathroom vents, and the ceiling fan that needs to be replaced. 

G.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed.      

H.  Mayor’s Report:  Weller and Grillo informed the council that the 2020 Elected Official Workshop was very informative.

Executive Session per SDCL 1-25-2 (2) / Personnel:  Stolley made Motion 20-09-14:111 to go into executive session to discuss personnel matters.  The motion was seconded by Grillo, with all members voting yes.  The council went into executive session at 9:05 p.m.  The council was declared out of executive session at 9:10 p.m.  

Olney made Motion 20-09-14:112 to hire Derek Geddings as a part-time bartender at a salary of $9.10/hr. The motion was seconded by Huffman. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

Huffman made Motion 20-09-14:113 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Grillo, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 9:15 pm.
