Mayor Weller called the regular meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present:  Brad Jorgensen; Ryan Willert; Lenny Sanftner; and John Word.  Council members absent:  Colby Shuck and Arne Lund.  Others present:  Jackie Stilwell; Patrick Solon; Lori Waldron; and Robyn Jones. 

Jorgensen made Motion 15-09-16:100 to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of August 10, 2015 and the special meeting of August 10, 2015.  The motion was seconded by Sanftner, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.  

The bills were presented for approval.  During discussion, there were questions regarding the bill from Interstate Power Systems.  Willert made Motion 15-09-16:101 to approve the bills as submitted, with the exception of the bill from Interstate Power Systems.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.  More information will be obtained prior to payment being made to Interstate Power Systems.

NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Bank West Insurance Policy:  The city’s insurance policy is due to be renewed and information was presented detailing the premium quote and a comparison to previous year’s premiums.  Willert made Motion 15-09-16:103 to approve the insurance policy as presented by Bank West Insurance.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0. 

B.  First Reading of Budget Ordinance 2016-A:  The first reading of Budget Ordinance 2016-A was held.  The second reading will be held at the regular meeting to be held October 12, 2015.   
 
C.  Building Permit/Ted Hicks:  A building permit for Ted Hicks was presented for approval.  After review, Sanftner made Motion 15-09-16:104 to approve the building permit as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Willert with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.  


COUNCIL REPORTS:

A. Water/Sewer:  Work has begun on the sewer project.  A water leak was discovered during the project and will need to be repaired in conjunction with the sewer project.  Discussion was held on other potential problem areas and it was the consensus that the lines will be viewed by camera and then possible repairs will be discussed.   

B.  Streets:  Bituminous Paving, Inc. was here on September 14, 2014, and the project has been completed.  The project was over by 116 ton of asphalt, at a cost of $101.00 per ton.  Discussion was held on culverts and drainage issues.  The City’s ordinance states that culvert replacement is the responsibility of the property owner and is done under the supervision of the street superintendent.

D.  Liquor:  Poker and bingo have started. 

E.  Auditorium/Park:  The switch for the middle set of lights was replaced.  Discussion was held on the possibility of installing air conditioning in the auditorium.  More information on the costs, etc. will be obtained.    
 
F.  Public Safety:  Police Chief Davis is out of town and the Jackson Co. Sheriff and Deputy are covering calls for the city.
