Mayor Weller called the special meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 5:00 p.m. with the following members present:  Rusty Olney; Tim Huffman; Ryan Willert; Chris Grillo and Eileen Stolley. Council Member absent:  Tia Stout. Others present:  LaTasha Buchholz, Finance Officer and David Reiss with the South Dakota Central Enhancement District.

Willert made Motion 19-09-25:122 to amend the agenda and add job description for Code Enforcement Office under Ordinance Review. The motion was seconded by Olney, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

Mayor Harry Weller administered the Oath of Office to council member Chris Grillo.

Citizen Input:  No one was present to address the council.

The main focus was on snow routes, dog ordinances, nuisances, and some water and sewer. Following the ordinance review with David, the city council discussed a job description for the Code Enforcement position. After discussion, Huffman made Motion 19-09-25:123 to adopt the Code Enforcement Job Description. The motion was seconded by Olney, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

Key Fob Application/Ryan Willert:  Ryan Willert excused himself from the discussion of approving a key fob application. An application was received from Ryan Willert for obtaining a key fob for the auditorium.  After review, Olney made Motion 19-09-25:124 to approve the request. The motion was seconded by Olney. A roll call vote was taken, Olney yes, Grillo yes, Stolley yes, Huffman yes, Willert abstained; motion carried 4-0-1.

First Reading of 2020 Budget Ordinance: The first reading of Budget Ordinance 2020-A was held.  The second reading will be held at the regular meeting on October 14, 2019.

Executive Session per SDCL 1-25-2 (1) / Legal:  Huffman made Motion 19-09-25:125 to go into executive session to discuss legal matters.  The motion was seconded by Willert, with all members voting yes.  The council went into executive session at 7:00 p.m.  The council was declared out of executive session at 7:08 p.m.  No action was taken.

Olney made Motion 19-09-25:126 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Willert, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 7:09 p.m.
