NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Bank West Insurance Policy:  The city’s insurance policy is due to be renewed and information was presented detailing the premium quote and a comparison to previous year’s premiums.  Shuck made Motion 14-09-08:89 to approve the insurance policy as presented by Bank West Insurance.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0. 

B.  First Reading of Budget Ordinance 2015-A:  The first reading of Budget Ordinance 2015-A was held.  The second reading will be held at the special meeting to be held later in September, with the date to be set later in this meeting. 
 
COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Water/Sewer:  The inspection at the lagoons has taken place and the report has been received.  Water rates were discussed and additional information will be prepared and presented at the next regular meeting to be held in October.  
  
B.  Streets:  Routine maintenance continues.  

C.  Solid Waste:  Lurz would like to have a free week for the rubble site the first full week in October.  A notice will be placed in the Kadoka Press.  The repairs of the hail damage are set to begin this week if the materials are delivered and the weather cooperates.  

D.  Liquor:  Tina discussed the possibility of accepting debit and credit cards at the bar.  More information will be obtained and presented at an upcoming meeting.  

E.  Auditorium/Park:  Revisions to the guidelines for a keyless entry system were presented.  These guidelines have been submitted to our insurance carrier for approval.  Willert reported that the city will be getting a John Deere tractor for use next summer.  The paperwork will be sent to the city for completion in the near future.   

F.  Public Safety:  no report

G.  Mayor’s Report:  The mayor stated that homecoming will be held the week of September 15 through September 20.  Discussion was held on the date and time for a special meeting to finish the council review of the planning and zoning ordinance.  After discussion, the meeting was set for Monday, September 22, 2014 at 7:00 p.m.
