The financial statement, along with a report listing the breakdown of revenue, expenses, and bank balances for the month of August was distributed.  After a review of the information, Olney made Motion 19-09-09:114 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

Citizen Input:  No one was present to address the council.

NEW BUSINESS:

A. Fire Department/Fire Sirens: John Beck was present to address the council about paying for half of the cost to upgrade the Fire Sirens around town to a new system. Since Golden West is changing to a fiber optic line, the old lines that ran the fire alarm before will no longer be operational. Beck stated that he had been at the County Commissioners meeting earlier in the day, and they hinted at if the City would be willing to pay for half of the upgrade costs they would be willing to pay the other half.  Beck presented a quote from Western Communications for the new system. Olney made Motion 19-09-09:115 to share the cost of upgrading the system with the county at a 50/50 with the City paying up to $5,000. The motion was seconded by Stolley. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

B.  Riggins Property: An update was presented about the Riggins Property being sold.

COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Code Enforcement: Discussion was held on placing an ad in the paper to fill the Code Enforcement position. Mayor Weller has taken over the duties of the Code Enforcement person until someone can be hired. 

B.  Water/Sewer:  Nathan Riggins took a sample for the lagoons to have it tested. When the sample gets back he will start to release water from the lagoons.
Ryan Willert informed the council that there was a leak on Bayberry Street that has been fixed.

C.  Streets:  Discussion was held on getting a radar sign and placing it outside of Kadoka to reduce the speed at which people come into town. Following discussion, Olney made Motion 19-09-09:116 to purchase one LED Solar Power Radar sign to put out on the road. The motion was seconded by Stout. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

Patrick Solon addressed the council on how culvert installation was going. Discussion was held on replacing all the culverts along Popular Street to help with the drainage issue. After further discussion, Willert made Motion 19-09-09:117 to authorize Patrick Solon to order the culvert and supplies to get the culvert project on Popular Street done. The motion was seconded by Stolley. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

Discussion was held on the road ditches by the new School Gym. Tim and Harry will go and address the school about the ditches. 

D.  Solid Waste:  The Transfer Station and Rubble Site will be closed on September 14, 2019.

Patrick Solon is still working on getting a quote for the airport building.

E.  Liquor:  The breaker boxes still need to be installed.

Poker and Bingo will start the week of September 16th. 

Jackie Sitwell would like to have one more cornhole tournament before the weather turns cold.

Jackie requested that the City Council hire Casey Jensen to fill the full time position that was advertised in the paper. Olney made Motion 19-09-09:118 to hire Casey Jensen as the full time bartender at a salary of $10.00/hr. and full benefits. Stout seconded the motion. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 5-0.


F.  Auditorium/Park: An application was received from Jessi Fromm for obtaining a key fob for the auditorium.  After review, Willert made Motion 19-09-09:119 to approve the request.  The motion was seconded by Stolley, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.  

G.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed. 

H.  Mayor’s Report: 2020 Budget the final copy will be sent out to the council, and the first reading of the 2020 Budget Ordinance will be read at the September 25, 2019 Special City Council Meeting.

October and November meetings will be held on October 14, 2019 at 7:00 p.m. and November 11, 2019 at 7:00 p.m.

Executive Session per SDCL 1-25-2 (2) / Personnel & Legal:  Huffman made Motion 19-09-09:120 to go into executive session to discuss personnel and legal matters.  The motion was seconded by Stout, with all members voting yes.  The council went into executive session at 8:08 p.m.  The council was declared out of executive session at 8:40 p.m.  

No action was taken.

Olney made Motion 19-09-09:121 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Huffman, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 8:42 p.m.
